General Comments

The Science program will consists of five units, each unit lasting approximately six weeks.  Each unit will have a unit exam and there will be a final exam in June covering all five units.  Each unit will have 7 or 8 chapter reviews, a glossary to complete, as well as other labs/assignments/activities.

Students who miss a class, for whatever reason, are expected to find out what they have missed and to catch up as quickly as possible.

Mr. Reinhart is available for extra help afternoon or before/after school.  Contact him to get help when you need it. Don’t wait until it is too late!!!

Unit exams will be sent home for a parent signature and then returned the following 
day.
Middle School Homework Policy:

If assignments are not handed in on time, students will be assigned to study hall.  Assignments that are more than 2 days late will be assessed by the teacher, but will receive a maximum mark of 50%. Excused absences (on assignment due date) – work is submitted to the teacher personally on the day the student returns.  Please see your teacher prior to an absence if you know ahead of time when you will be absent (ex.: Dr.’s appointment, excused absence, etc.) and arrangements can be made for any assignments or work.  Students are encouraged to keep themselves organized throughout the year, record homework assignments and due dates in their agendas, and make use of teacher websites for assignment listings.
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Class Expectations:

· Arrival in class: You should arrive in class with all your materials and on time. Upon arrival please be seated at you assigned seat and be ready to begin.  

· Behavior: Respect is a key word in the classroom and around the school.  You will be expected to respect your classmates, class materials, your teachers and the school rules. This means that when the teacher or one of your classmates is talking you are expected to listen.
· Science notebook/binder: All class notes will be written in your notebook/binder.  Handouts and homework will be kept in the appropriate place in your binder.  
· Extra help: Any student who would like some extra help simply needs to make a request to the teacher for a lunch or after school session.  The teacher may require certain students to attend a session before an exam.  Students are expected to come to extra help with particular questions in mind.
I will be available at lunch or after-school as much as possible.  Approach me anytime. Don’t wait until it is too late!
· Agenda: (phone or any other tech device) Teacher webpage.
· Late work: Study hall will be assigned to students that have not completed their assignments. (Assignments help us learn and master the material!)  If you miss (or are going to miss) an assignment or work please come see me immediately.

· End of class: The teacher is the only person that dismisses the class.  Be sure to record all homework before leaving.
· Fun: Smile, get involved and have fun!
